Your task is to create an accurate representation of the human brain. You may use any materials that keep their shape and do not spoil at room temperature. The model must be three-dimensional. Be sure to keep this paper for the day of your presentation. 

You must be able to label the major parts of the brain and describe their functions: brainstem w/ 3 sections, cerebellum, frontal lobe, parietal lobe, occipital lobe, temporal lobe, motor cortex, sensory cortex, auditory cortex, visual cortex, Wernike’s area, Broca’s area; thalamus, hypothalamus, amygdala, hippocampus, corpus callosum; gray & white matter.

You will display your brain with a key so that the class can provide specific feedback on accuracy and creativity. Afterwards you will present it to the class, describing the construction and answering a question from the teacher to show one of the parts (picked randomly) and describe its purpose without looking at the key.
