Step One: Write a concise, testable hypothesis to guide your experiment.  For example: “When applying for job openings, those who apply within the first week of the opening are more likely to get the job than those who apply during the second week.”

Step Two: Identify the independent and dependent variables. 

Step Three:  
a. Describe the research design you will use to test your hypothesis. 
b. Who will be a part of the study, how will they be chosen? 
c. What would be your control group? 
d. How could you use randomization to increase the validity of the experiment?
Step Four: Name any ethical issues that may arise within this study and explain how they will be handled.

Step Five:  As a conclusion, evaluate your research.  Will it be reliable and valid, why or why not? If you were to replicate this experiment, would you get similar results? Why or why not?
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
